Directions to Co. Galway VEC from M6 Motorway 


· Take exit for Athenry/Craughwell off M6 Motorway. 
· Continue to follow signs for Athenry town centre / Tuam. (You will pass through a series of roundabouts.
· To the left, and slightly off to the distance, you will see a number of white and beige coloured buildings decorated with stone work (These buildings are part of Athenry Shopping Centre). Continue down to roundabout and take first (left) exit. This will be signposted for Town Centre / Tuam.
· You will soon pass a Topaz filling station on your right hand side, stay with the main road (this sweeps around to the left). 

· Immediately after children's playground on your right, take the right hand turn. You will be passing Athenry Castle on your right.

· Again, follow road around to the right and you will pass a second Topaz Station on your right hand side. Take immediate left after this. This is the Tuam Road.

· Continue up this road - towards traffic lights on the hump backed bridge. Proceed across bridge, and take sharp immediate turn to the left. VEC Building is on your right hand side. 
  Please note that the entrance to the VEC Carpark is controlled by electronic gates.
Directions to Co. Galway VEC from Derrydonnell Cross direction

· On approach to Athenry from Derrydonnell Cross, you will come to a hump backed bridge. Take the left hand turn just before this bridge. (Sign posted for the Raheen Woods Hotel). 
· Continue down this road; you will drive through a level-crossing and after this level crossing, turn right. This will take you down a new relief road which is lined with a number of industrial units/office blocks.
· You will come to a T-junction. Turn right here. Drive for approx. another 100 metres then turn left. 
· Continue down this road for approx. 400-500 metres and the VEC Building is on your left hand side.

Directions to Co. Galway VEC from Craughwell
· On approach to Athenry from Craughwell, you will come to a junction. A graveyard will be to your right, you must give way to other traffic here. Take road straight ahead.
· Travel down this road and continue until you come to a roundabout. Go straight through this roundabout. You will pass a Topaz filling station on your right hand side, stay with the main road (this sweeps around to the left). 

· Immediately after children's playground on your right, take the right hand turn. You will be passing Athenry Castle on your right.

· Again, follow road around to the right and you will pass a second Topaz Station on your right hand side. Take immediate left after this. This is the Tuam Road.

· Continue up this road - towards traffic lights on the hump backed bridge. Proceed across bridge, and take sharp immediate turn to the left. VEC Building is on your right hand side.

Directions to Co. Galway VEC from Tuam

· When you are approaching Athenry from the Tuam Road, you will pass by a Londis Grocery Store on your left hand side. Approx 150. metres after this, just before the hump backed bridge with traffic lights, you will see a slip road off to the right just as the bridge starts. Follow this road and it will take you to the front of the VEC Building.

Directions to Co. Galway VEC from Monivea

· On approach to Athenry from Monivea, pass Kevin Burke Tyres on your left hand side, continue on over the hump backed bridge, and after passing several residential houses, you will see Athenry Vocational School set back off the road on the right hand side. (In the distance straight ahead you will see Athenry’s historical arch).
· Take the road turning right immediately after the Vocational School.
Continue on over hump backed bridge with traffic lights and take immediate left hand turn after the bridge. The VEC Building is on your right hand side.
